The Massachusetts Music Educators Association (MMEA) Central District Chorus Is o wonderful opportunity for motivated singer/musicians.
Massachusetts is divided into five districts for music education. Westborough is part of Central District, along with around 50 other school districts.
Each school district can participate in the Central District Music Festival by sending students to audition for the District Chorus, Orchestra or Band.
This is a wonderful and Inspirational experience for everyone who can participatel

Interested students audition for these ensembles in early February. Students who audition well and receive top scores are selected for these
honors ensembles. The district chorus is usually comprised of around 150 students and Includes motivated and skilled singer/musicians from most
of (if not all) the 50 schools in central district. Accepted students have the opportunity to learn great music that is a fittle more difficult that what we
typically do in our chorus and work with an amazing guest conductor.

Each school Is unfortunately only allowed to let a total of 30 singers audition; 14 treble voices and 16 changed/changing voices. There are usually
more than the allotted number of students Interested in auditioning se we usually need to have “in-house auditions” or “pre-auditions.”

Auditioning and participating in the district festival does require a fee. All students auditioning for the District Chorus must pay $20. This fee
will be collected when permission slips for the audition are handed out and then collected.
